Christianity was never about being independ-
ent from God or from one another.  The Christian life was never meant to be lived in a vac-
uum.  The fact is that we desperately need Him and we need one another, because he most 
often works through people for people. As we grow in Christ as individuals, He is glorified!  
As we grow in a body together, He is glorified! As we are obedient to Him in the building 
of the Kingdom, He is glorified!  What a wonderful and magnificent plan He has designed!  
All of this is made possible because of the glorious work of our Lord Jesus Christ. 

 As we celebrate our independence this July, let us be mindful of the precious rela-
tionship we have with the Lord Jesus and with one another.  Let us keep Christ at the cen-
ter and work to, “preserve the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. (Eph 4:3).”  We have 
a great opportunity to watch and experience all that He wants to do with us and through 
us at Church at Dutch Fork.
